












































































































































28. Laurent SEMANZA

Laurent Semanza is the former Bourgmestre of Bicumbi commune and President

of the MRND in Kigali rural prefecture.

He will testify on the following topics:

1. His attendance at MRIND rallies and meetings, and that there were no calls
to exterminate Tutsis.

2. He never attended any meeting at Kigali prefecture office with Joseph

Nzirorera after the death of President Habyarimana.

3 His contacts with Nzirorera before and after the death of President
Habyarimana.
4. He was never a member of any secret organizations and had no knowledge

of the existence of the dragons, abakozi, friends of the alliance, or zero network.

5. He was never a member of a joint criminal enterprise to exterminate
Tutsis.

6. Witness HH was never elected President for Kigali Rural Prefecture and
never introduced to the population at any event

7. He will refute the facts from his judgement which have been judicially
noticed.

Mr. Semanza testified at his own trial between 13-28 February 2002.
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29.

Witness 29 was an MRND official in Kigali ville prefecture. The topics to be
covered by his testimony include:

1. He had no knowledge of military training of Interahamwe.

2. He was not aware of the distribution of weapons to Interahamwe until
after the death of President Habyarimana and could therefore not have told Witness UB
about it in 1993. He also knew nothing about importation of weapons from Romania and
never told Witness AWE about that.

3. He was not aware of any lists of Tutsis compiled by MRND or the
Interahamwe.

4. None of the three accused attended the 23 October 1993 rally at
Nyamirambo stadium.

5. The speeches at the MRND rally in January 1994 did not call for
extermination of Tutsi.

6. He did not attend any security meetings at the prefecture with the
conseillers. He will testify to his own efforts with Prefet Renzaho to organize local
political party leaders to stop the killing.

7. He attended a meeting of the MRND political bureau in Gitarama around
18 April 1994 and the decision was taken to encourage the Interahamwe and others to
stop the killing.

8. He will refute the testimony of Witness AWE concerning MRND

meetings with the Kigali conseillers.
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9. Turatsinze’s role in the MRND and the fact that Turatsinze’s allegations to
UNAMIR were false.

10. MRND’s position on the Arusha Accords.

11.  The speeches at the 28 May 1992 MRND rally.

12.  Witness UB and Witness ALG never asked him to condenin the speech of
Leon Mugesera, they never discussed the speech with Ngirumpatse and no resolution
condemning the speech was adopted by the MRND at the Kigali prefecture level.

13. Contrary to the testimony of Ahmed Mbonyunkiza, there were no discussions
about extermination of Tutsis at MRND meetings in Kigali prefecture in 1992.

14. The group of inmates at Kigali central prison who fabricated testimony
against the authorities in Arusha.

15. He never approached Witness AWD in prison on behalf of Joseph Nzirorera
or his counsel.

16. The MRND leaders were unable to exercise control over the Interahamwe
after 6 April 1994. He never heard about or saw a letter from Ngirumpatse to the
Interahamwe in April 1994 and never told Witness ALG about such a letter.

17.  He never attended or heard about any meeting involving Joseph Nzirorera
at the Kigali prefecture office after the death of President Habyarimana.

18.  The legitimate purposes of the civil defence program.

19.  Formation of the Interahamwe and expansion of the Interahamwe into the

prefectures.

20.  Evenis at Mille Collines Hotel in April 1994
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30. George RUTAGANDA

Georges Rutaganda was Vice President of the National Committee of the
Interahamwe.

He will testify on the following topics:

1. He was never at Witness HH’s bar on 8 April and knows nothing of any
letter written by Mathieu Ngirumpatse.

2. He was not touring roadblocks on 7-10 April 1994.

3. Robert Kajuga was not able to move from Urugwiro Village on 8-10 April
1994 and could not have gone to Witness HH’s bar or Kabeza.

4. Neither the national committee nor the MRND leaders were in control of
the Interahamwe at the roadblocks.

5. He was not aware of nor did he participate in any distribution of weapons
at the Diplomat Hotel in April 1994.

6. He never attended or heard of a meeting at which Joseph Nzirorera was

present at Kigali prefecture office after the assassination of President Habyarimana.

7. There were no orders or instructions to Interahamwe to rape.

8. He was not a member of any joint criminal enterprise to exterminate the
Tutsis.

9. Military training of Interahamwe before the death of President
Habyarimana.

10.  Distribution of weapons to Interahamwe before the death of President
Habyarimana.
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11.  Distribution of weapons after the death of President Habyarimana.

12.  He was not aware of any lists of Tutsis compiled by MRND or the
Interahamwe.

13.  Fund raising event at the Rebero Hotel for Interahamwe.

14.  Meetings with Witness HH in Murambi never took place.

15.  His efforts to assist those who were evacuated from the Milles Collines.

16.  Turatsinze’s role in the MRND and the fact that Turatsinze’s allegations to
UNAMIR were false.

17. MRND’s position on the Arusha Accords.

18.  Interahamwe were not involved in the attacks in Bugesera

19.  He attended the 28 May 1992 rally and that it had nothing to do with
Tutsis.

20.  He attended the MRND rally in Ruhengeri and understood the President to
be referring to elections, not attacks on Tutsis.

21.  He attended numerous MRND rallies and meetings and never heard
speakers call for the extermination of Tutsis.

22.  He was unaware of any parallel committees within the National
Committee of Interahamwe.

23.  There were no Interahamwe Presidents outside of Kigali other than
Bemard Munyagashari in Gisenyl.

24, Witness HH was never elected President for Kigali Rural Prefecture.
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25. The National Committee of the Interahamwe had no control over Witness HH
and he had to pay Witness HH to let some family members cross his roadblock.

26. The claims made by Witness AWE of his distribution of weapons,
imprisonment of Tutsis, and meeting with Mathieu Ngirumpatse in Cyahafi secteur are
false.

27. Formation of the Interahamwe

28.Expansion of the Interahamwe in the prefectures

Mr. Rutaganda testified in his own trial on 8-23 April 1999, and in the

Zigiranyirazo trial on 6 and 7 December 2006.
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31. Eugene MBARUSHIMANA

Eugene Mbarushimana was the Secretary of the National Committee for the

Interahamwe.

He will testify on the following topics:

I. Formation of the Interahamwe.

2. Expansion of the Interahamwe to the prefectures.

3. Meetings of Interahamwe. No discussion about exterminating Tutsis was
ever held.

4, No lists of Tutsis was ever compiled.

5. Knowledge of military training and distribution of weapons.

6. Attendance at MRND rallies—no speeches ever called for extermination
of Tutsi.

7. Lack of control by National Committee over those who were committing

the massacres and lack of orders to those manning the roadblocks.

8. Meeting at Diplomat Hotel on 10 or 11 April 1994,

9. Persons present at French Embassy after assassination of President
Habyarimana.

10.  Allegations that rapes by Interahamwe were ordered by authorities.

11.  Activities and position held by Turatsinze and fact that his allegations to
UNAMIR were false.

12. MRND position on Arusha Accords

13. Lack of involvement of Interahamwe in Bugesera attacks
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14.  Existence of a parallel committee of the Interahamwe.
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32. Tharcisse RENZAHO

Tharcisse Renzaho was Prefet of Kigali and a colonel in the Rwandan Army.

He will testify on the following topics:

1. The events and his activities on 6-8 April 1994.

2. He attended the meeting between the political party leaders and the Crisis
Committee on 8 April 1994. He will also testify that there was no intention to forma

government to create an apparatus to destroy the Tutsis.

3, MRND leaders were unable to exercise control over the Interahamwe after
6 April 1994.
4. He never told the conseillers that the accused had been consulted

concerning erection of the roadblocks

5. The alleged meeting with Nzirorera at Kigali prefecture office at the end
of April 1994 never took place.

6. The civil defence program was proposed, but not implemented in Kigali
before the death of President Habyarimana. After Habyarimana’s death, it was a way to
mobilize the youth to help fight the RPF and not intended to be used for the
extermination of Tutsis.

7. He was not a member of any joint criminal enterprise to exterminate the
Tutsis

8. He was never a member of any secret organizations and had no knowledge

of the existence of the dragons, abakozi, friends of the alliance, or zero network.
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9. Military training of Interahamwe before the assassination of President
Habyarimana.

10. Turatsinze never used his vehicle for any purpose, let alone distribute
weapons.

11.  None of the three accused attended the 23 October 1993 rally at
Nyamirambo Stadium.

12.  The accused never consulted with or were consulted by the prefet
concerning roadblocks or other security measures in Kigali. |

13.  The security meetings he held at the prefecture were for the purpose of
stopping the killing, not encouraging it.

14.  Efforts to accomplish the evacuation of the refugees from the Milles
Collines Hotel.

15.  Regarding the military documents admitted from the bar table, the Army
had no plans to exterminate Tutsis and did not participate in political party rallies.

16.  The activities of the political parties in Kigali.

17.  Efforts to maintain security during the war, including speeches and radio
broadcasts.

18.  Attacks and infiltration by RPF

Colonel Renzaho testified at his own trial on 27 August 2007 to 3 September

2007 and at the Zigiranyirazo trial from 31 March 2007 to 4 April 2007.
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33. Francois KARERA

Francois Karera was Bourgmestre of Nyarugengi commune prior to 1990. He
was President of the MRND for Nyarugenge commune until 1992. He was Sous-prefet
in Kigali rural prefecture from 1990 to April 1994, and Prefet of Kigali rural prefecture
from Apnl 1994,

He will testify on the following topics:

1. He was never a member of any secret organizations and had no knowledge of
the existence of the dragons, abakozi, friends of the alliance, or zero network.

2. He was never a member of any joint criminal enterprise to exterminate the
Tutsis.

3. He never attended nor heard about any meeting held with Joseph Nzirorera at
the Kigali prefecture office after the assassination of President Habyarimana.

4. He never received or distributed weapons.

5. He will testify about MRND meetings and rallies he attended in Kigali and the
fact that there was never any discussion about extermination of Tutsis.

6. He will testify about the MRND’s position on the Arusha Accords.

7. He will testify about the formation of the Interahamwe, its relationship with
MRND officials, and the lack of control over those committing the massacres.

8. He will testify he never held any post within the Interahamwe.

Mr. Karera testified as a witness in his own trial on 21-23 August 2006.
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34.

Witness 34 will testify that in 1994, after the assassination of Katumba, he was
assigned to guard Bilyogo conseiller Amri Karekezi. Due to the insecurity in Bilyogo
following Katumba’s death, three policemen were assigned to protect the conseiller.

He will testify that on the moming of 7 April 1994, he went to the Hotel 5 July
where other policemen had gathered. At the hotel, Prefet Renzaho addressed the
policemen and told them that killings had started in Kigali. He told them that their
mission was to protect people and their property. He also said that he would assign some
policemen to ensure the security of the conseillers.

He will testify that at the end of the meeting, the conseillers arrived. Prefet
Renzaho asked the conseillers to choose five policemen for their own security. In
addition, the policemen were to assist the conseillers in their home secteur after working
hours. Prefet Renzaho made it clear that no one was allowed to hunt Tutsi or to plunder
their property.

He will testify that thereafter he and Karekezi went to the prefecture office every
morning when Karekezi would make his report, and every afternoon, when Karekezi
would attend a security meeting.

He will testify that he never saw George Rutaganda on 7 April and that he was
with Karekezi the entire day. The only time he saw Rutaganda after 7 April was on one
occasion when he drove Karekezi to Rutaganda’s shop to buy some beer.

He will testify that between 6 April and the time they left Kigali in July, Karekezi

never went to the Diplomat Hotel.
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He will testify that when he took Karekezi to the prefecture office, he parked in
front of the meeting room and waited with the other policemen. He advised that if a
dignitary such as Nzirorera had arrived at the prefecture office, there is no way that he
would not have been aware of that fact. He will testify that Nzirorera was never at the
prefecture office when Karekezi was there. He never saw Nzirorera after 6 April in
Kigali.

He will testify that he took Karekezi’ family to Nyanza at one point, and then
brought them back to Kigali. Then he took them to the house of Yusuf Munyakazi in
Bugarama, Cyangugu. Karekezi did not go on those trips.

He will testify that in June, he, Karekezi’s driver, Pascal Mutuyeyezu, and a
policeman named Innocent, set out with Karekezi for Cyangugu to visit Karekezi’s
family. However, the road was blocked after Ngoma and they had to come back to
Kigali. They stopped at the house of Karckezi’s second wife and gave them the food
they had intended for Karekezi’s family in Cyangugu. Then they returned to Kigali.

He will testify that he is certain that Karekezi never went to Cyangugu after 6
April 1994,

He will also testify that Karekezi never went to Gisenyi before they left Kigali for
exile in July.

He will testify that he left Kigali on 4 July 1994 and went to Gisenyi. While in
Gisenyi, he stayed at the property of Hadji Haruna with Karekezi. While in Gisenyi,
Karekezi never met with any dignitaries or members of the Interim Government. He did

not see Mathieu Ngirumpatse in Gisenyi and neither did Karekezi.
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He will also testify that after the death of President Habyarimana, Karekezi

instructed people to kill Tutsis.

He testified in the Renzaho trial as Witness AIA on 2-3 July 2007.
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
