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1. Dr. Radovan Karadzic respectfully moves, pursuant to Article 29 and Rule
54bis, for an order to the government of Denmark, compelling it to produce the following

documents:

(1)  All reports of intelligence or security services or UNPROFOR members
from Denmark concerning the killings at the Markale market in Sarajevo,
Bosnia on 5 February 1994 and 28 August 1995.

2) All reports, transcripts, or notes of statements made by Radovan Karadzic
between 9 July and 4 August 1995 about the Srebrenica events including
information from signals and human intelligence.

3) All reports, memoranda or correspondence concerning the use of
UNPROFOR, UN military observers, UNHCR, or nongovernmental
organization personnel in Bosnia during April 1992-August 1995 to
provide arms, ammunition, or military equipment to the Bosnian Muslims.

(4)  All reports, memoranda or correspondence concerning the use of
UNPROFOR, UN military observers, UNHCR, or nongovernmental
organization personnel in Bosnia during April 1992-August 1995 to
perform acts of military or intelligence nature for their own governments
or for NATO.

2. On 2 September 2009, Dr. Radovan Karadzic moved, pursuant to Article 29
and Rule 54bis, for an order to the government of Denmark, compelling it to produce the
above-referenced documents relevant to his defence.

3. On 4 September 2009, the Trial Chamber invited the government of Denmark
to respond to the motion no later than 18 September 2009."

4. On 18 September 2009, the government of Denmark responded to the motion
and requested an extension of time to search for the documents.’

5. On 30 September 2009, the Trial Chamber granted the request and directed that
a response be filed by 16 October 2009.

6. On 16 October 2009, the government of Denmark filed a response indicating

that it had been unable to locate any of the documents requested in the motion.*

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7. Dr. Karadzic accepted the unequivocal representations from the government of
Denmark that it had no such documents. Therefore, on 21 October 2009, he requested
that the Motion for Binding Order: Government of Denmark (2 September 2009) be
withdrawn.’

8. At that time, he stated that “should Dr. Karadzic later find, through further
investigation, that the representations by the government of Denmark were not correct, he
will consider at that time bringing a further motion pursuant to Rules 54 bis and 77.”°

9. It now appears that the representations of Denmark were not correct.

10. On 31 August 2010, the Danish newspaper Kristeligt Dagblad reported that it
had uncovered documents in the archives of the Danish government which were relevant
to the Markale market shelling and which had not been disclosed to Dr. Karadzic.’

11. As aresult, Dr. Karadzic requests that the Trial Chamber issue a second
invitation to the government of Denmark, requesting that it comply with Dr. Karadzic’s
request for documents.

12. Dr. Karadzic also requests that the Chamber include in its invitation a request
that if further documents are produced, an explanation be provided as to the reason why
the government of Denmark did not produce the documents earlier.

Denmark has provided false information to the International Crimina! Tribunal for the Former Yugoslavia,
ICTY, The Hague and is in breach of its obligations towards the tribuna! failed to provide documents
which the Tribunal has requested from Denmark.

It has happened in connection with the ongoing trial of former Bosnian Serb political leader Radovan
Karadzic, the ICTY at the behest of Karadzic has asked Denmark for documents which he believes
strengthens his defense in the case.
