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LETTER TO KAROLOS PAPOULIAS: GREEK EU PRESIDENCY

His Excellency M. Karolos Papoulias
Minister of Foreign Affairs
Athens 12 January 1994

Dear Mr Papoulias

Thorvald Stoltenberg and I are looking forward to meeting you in Athens on Sunday. "As I explained
to Mr Apostilides I believe it would be very helpful if you were prepared to persuade the Bosnian
Serbs, through Belgrade, or even directly, to act speedily to allow the Dutch battalion to replace the
Canadians in Srebrenica and the Ukrainians in Zepa. What is needed is the Dutch recce mission to .
be allowed in. Dr Karadzic told the UN Special Representative, Mr Akashi, in Pale on 10 January,
that he had instructed General Mladic to work out the details. But as you will have gathered from
the NATO meeting a further delay will only incite the pressure for air strikes and it would do Serb
relations with NATO and EU members a lot of good if there could be quick progress on Srebrenica
and at the very least serious discussions over their objections to opening Tuzla airport. On Tuzla,
given the adamant nature of Dr Karadzic's refusal once again; as first expressed to EU members in
Brussels in December and now again to Mr Akashi, we will have to try and change the nature of the
agreement. For instance, publicly it might help the Serbs to shift their position if any agreement
was made on the basis that simultaneously Tuzla and Banja Luka airports were being opened for

" humanitarian relief flights. Also, the Serbs need to be convinced that if they position more Serb
inspectors in Tuzla than they currently have in Sarajevo they will be able to ensure that no arms or
war materials are brought in. Similarly, they will have to be convinced that the Bosnian armed
forces are outside the airport perimeter and here we will have to discuss the definition of the
perimeter given that there are three runways even though the UN only wants to use one. As to the
shelling of Sarajevo I hope Dr Karadzic meant what he said to Akashi; that the overreaction of Serb
forces was notacceptable. We need to convince him that the level of activity around Sarajevo is a
yardstick of how the world judges Serb aggression. My greatest concern relates to how the Serbs
see the Muslims' negotiating position. All too often in the past President Milosevic has convinced
himself that a peace settlement is in sight, thinking that the Muslims will cave in. In the light of the
Petersberg meeting my judgement is that unless there is a substantial change Izetbegovic is very
unlikely to settle innegotiations due to start on 18 January in Geneva. His military advice is that he
can defeat the Croats and over the next few months take Busovaca, Vitez and Novi Travnik. BiH
forces are already occupying Bugojno and most of Gornji Vakuf. The border of a Muslim majority
Republic that might be acceptable to Izetbegovic now is the road down from Jajce to Gomji Vakuf
but this presents formidable difficulties for Tudjman. In order to keep up the morale of his fighting
forces Izetbegovic can argue that he has to talk, as he does, about recapturing the whole of Bosnia-
Herzegovina. But as he talks this language, which fits with his own heartfelt wishes, he is coming
to believe his own rhetoric. His spokesman is now starting to rubbish the very process of
negotiation. The more [zetbegovic appears to choose the war option the more the Croats and Serbs
have a common interest in combining militarily and politically. I am convinced it is in Izetbegovic's
interest to settle soon and for the next round in Geneva not to end up with the Croats and Serbs
convinced that the Muslims are intent on continuing to fight. We will only be able to convince
Izetbegovic before 18 January that the course he is embarked on is flawed if we are in a position to
deliver by negotiation those parts of central Bosnia that he thinks he can win militarily, to which I
have already referred. This means very considerable pressure being applied to Tudjman. But he
will only contemplate giving more territory if he is convinced that this will be the final concession
which leads to an immediate peace settlement. Undoubtedly he would also be greatly tempted if
Milosevic would agree to exchange Ambassadors and formalise relations, in which case the Serbs
could get Prevlaka and access to the sea and Croatia more land above Dubrovnik. Izetbegovic too
has got to understand that he cannot negotiate a bilateral Croat/Muslim arrangement. Flexibility,
however, cannot come just from the Croats. The Serbs too must convince Tudjman that he will get
17.5% if he allows the Croat border with the Muslim Republic in central Bosnia to be the _
Jajce/Gornju Vakuf road. ‘Also the Serbs should be ready to give Izetbegovic more territory around.
Jajce which they pulled back in the last map. This will obviously be easier for them than making
more territory available in east and west Bosnia. Overall, I suspect, Milosevic needs to persuade
the Bosnian Serbs to come up with something more attractive to the Muslims than the current
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proposals.

Finally, if you think it would help to meet Milosevic in Athens,either publicly or privately, both Mr
Stoltenberg and I would be very happy to do so. Ithink it is a perfectly reasonable course for the
President of the Council to do this, using your good offices with the Serbs just as Klaus Kinkel used
his good offices with the Croats in Bonn. On the other hand, we will be seeing Milosevic the day
after in Geneva and so meeting him personally is not vital.

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Papoulias ends Bosnia talks, carries message to Geneva 3Q«3}UY[QQA

PALE (ANA/Reuter) - Foreign Minister Karolos Papoulias said
yesterday he would carry a message from Bosnian Serbs to a meeting
today of major powers in Geneva.

Mr. Papoulias concluded talks in Pale with Bosnian Serb
leader Radovan Karadzic, as part of a diplomatic initiative by
Gre-ece aimed at convincing Bosnian Serbs to agree to the Contact
Group's peace plan for Bosnia.

Speaking to reporters after his talks, Mr. Papoulias
termed his meeting with Mr. Karadzic and his associates "very
interesting”, adding that having been held only a few hours before
"Gene-va-3", the meeting acquired special importance.

Mr. Papoulias said there were "grounds for hope at this
extremely crucial period." He added results of "Geneva-3" would be
for the benefit of peace. »

‘ Mr. Papoulias concluded: "It was an extremely interesting
discussion and I will convey President Karadzic's ideas (to
Geneva) . "

Mr. Karadzic agreed with Mr. Papoulias, expressing
satisfaction and thanks for the good communication existing between
Bosnian Serbs and Greece because, he said, they lack friendship,
and their sole friends are Russia and Greece.

Mr. Karadzic, who will not travel to Geneva, said he had
explained the statement issued on Thursday by the Bosnian Serb
assembly to Mr. Papoulias.

"I hope that Mr. Papoulias will convey to the contact
group the interpretation of the assembly declaration, about which

"we have informed him in detail,” Mr. Karad-zic said.

The assembly said Thursday it was ready to talk further
about the peace plan, but attached a series of extra demands seen
by western diplomats as amounting to an effective "no."

Mr. Karadzic also requested more frequent contacts and
talks with Greek Prime Minister Andreas Papandreou because, he told
ANA, "Mr. Papandreou's wisdom and advice will certainly be of help
in resolving the Bosnian crisis.” _

Immediately after their talks in Pale, Mr. Papoulias and
his associates left for Belgrade whence they would be flying to
Geneva late at night.-

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Release of U.N. Troops in Bosnia
Appears Likely

PALE, Bosnia-Herzegovina — With all other diplomatic efforts in the crisis in Bosnia-
Herzegovina near collapse, one cause for optimism emerged Monday with the
prospective release of all remaining United Nations peacekeeper-hostages.

Serbian President Slobodan Milosevic said in Belgrade that he had persuaded Bosnian
Serb leader Radovan Karadzic to free more than 250 peacekeepers whom the Bosnian
Serbs captured in retaliation for NATO air strikes last month.

Karadzic, coneluding more than six hours of negotiations with Milosevic's
representative and two senior Greek officials, stopped short of confirming the release.

But the Greek officials, dispatched to use their influence with the defiant Bosnian Serb
leader, indicated that there were "quite positive signs."

Standing in cold, damp air on the front steps of the presidency building in this Bosnian
Serb stronghold, Karadzic said he will work out the details of the hostage release today
with Milosevic.

It was expected that the U.N. soldiers and military observers will be gathered from the
scattered installations where they have been held and transported by bus to Belgrade,
the Serbian and Yugoslav capital.

In other developments in the Balkans:

* Talks in Belgrade all but collapsed between Robert Frasure, a special U.S. envoy, and
Milosevic. Some Western diplomats accuse the cagey Serbian leader of using the hostage
crisis to win concessions in negotiations over his diplomatic recognition of Bosnia.

" * Croatia assured the United Nations that it was not launching an offensive against
breakaway Croatian Serbs in the Krajina. Krajina Serbs threatened Sunday to fire
rockets at Croatian cities after Croatian government soldiers and Bosnian Croats shelled
at least two villages in the Krajina. U.N. officials said tensions in the area had eased.

* U.N. Bosnia commander Gen. Rupert Smith has proposed to post U.N. peacekeepers
along a mountainous road into Sarajevo to ensure safe passage of humanitarian aid into
the besieged Bosnian capital. The plan, which must be approved by U.N. officials in
Zagreb, the Croatian capital, is controversial because U.N. peacekeepers guarding the
route would be prepared for military confrontation with Bosnian Serbs.
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* U.S. officials said NATO authorities had picked up signals from a radio beacon carried
by the pilot of the U.S. F-16 shot down Friday. U.S. Air Force pilots routinely carry three
such beacons--one in their parachute rigging and two backups attached to their survival
vests. The beacon broadcasts signals in a preset pattern. The Pentagon is uncertain
whether the pilot parachuted into the hands of the Bosnian Serbs or died in the crash.

Free at Last?

An initial group of 121 captive U.N. peacekeepers was released Friday, but Monday S
announcement, made by Milosevic's office, indicated that all of the remaining hostages
would be freed, potentially defusing a crisis that threatened to drag the United States
into an escalatlng Balkans war.

Greece's foreign minister, Karolos Papoulias, and Defense Minister Yerasimos Arsenis

traveled by helicopter from Belgrade to the border with Bosnia and were then driven to
the presidency office in Pale.
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Milosevic's state security chief, Jovica Stanisic, sped to the meeting in a caravan of
police cars and escorted by heavily armed special forces security agents in red berets.

They conferred with Karadzic until close to midnight, finally emerging to address scores
. of reporters who had waited most of the day for a widely anticipated hostage release. A
police bus, identical to the ones used for the ﬁrst hostage liberation, waited in the
parking lot.

But logistics seemed to be holding up the actual transportation of the hostages.
Arsenis said the deal will be made final today.

Karadzic, standing in between the two Greek officials, made an unusual admission in
conceding his government's need for help.

"We informed our Greek friends that we are ready for any political, any peaceful
outcome [or] solution,” Karadzic said, "and that the crisis is too deep and too
deteriorated so that we need help of every right-minded government to help us get out
of this crisis."

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He reiterated his longstanding demand that the West promise not to launch more air
strikes. But when asked if he had received any such pledge, he said: "We got guarantees
about friendship.” :

The Greeks have influence with the Serbs because of their shared Orthodox religion and
their common historical enmity with Turkey. Greece at the same time is a member of the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization--as is Turkey.

Diplomatic Dead End

peacekeepers, Monday was a glum day for dlplomatlc efforts to find a long-term solutlon
to the Bosnian crisis.
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
